Dear Fred:

Over the weekend I made a thorough check on my books and
the vault papers regarding the Olcott matter. I found that on
August 31, 1936 Faye Parsons had written the Olcott church property
at estimated value and liabilities assumed on taking it over, at
$2,000.00., On August 31, 1937, Faye had a further éntry on the
Olcott church of $466.63. I am not able to find just what this was
but as the church was apparently sold at about that time, for :
$2500.00, this must have been the net amount involved. On August 31,
1938, a further entry of legal expenses regarding the Olcott church
of $150.00 was paid. This leaves the net amount carried,as received
from the Olcott church,on my books of $2,316.63.

The deed to the Convention is dated ;October 26, 1936 and
was recorded on November 5, 1936 in the Niagara County Clerk's Office
in Liber 622 of Deeds at page 411. I have now found this deed in
the Treasurer's files," ' :

In the file also is a letter from Attorney Fazio dated
November 13, 1936 which says that the Olcott church sold for $2500.00
and indicated that he enclosed with the letter a check for $1250.00.
The letter also indicates that the purchaser gave back a $1250.00
mortgage to make up the balance of the $2500,.00 purchase price, which
mortgage the correspondence indicates was subsequently paid in full.

, There does not seem to be anything about a formal disso-
lution of the church but maybe with the reference to this deed and
an affidavit that you might offer to make on your part with reference
to the situation, you might be able to get the Lockport Bank to aid
you in getting the U.S.Bond turned over to the Convention. Please
let me know if I can give you any further information or help.
