Fort Plain Woman Succumbs In Hospital at Little Falls 

 
Mrs. Mabel Phillips, 73, wife of John Phillips, 17 Clyde St., Fort Plain, died 

early this morning in Little Falls Hospital where she had been a patient for 
five days. 

Born June 21, 1896, in the Town of Stark, Herkimer County, she was the

She was married June 24, 1914 in Fort Plain to Mr. Phillips, who is also a 

patient in Little Falls Hospital at the present time. 
Besides her husband, survivors are one son, Earl Phillips, Fort Plain; one 

daughter, Mrs. Doris Heiser, Canajoharie RD 1; two brothers, LeRoy Pickel, 
Herkimer, and Perl Pickel, Ilion; four grandchildren, six great-grandchildren 

and several nieces, nephews and cousins.
