Dies in Chicago 

 
Information has been received here from Chicago, Ill., of the death of 

Mrs. Frank G. Greene, a former well known Utica[n].  Death was due to 

quick consumption resulting from an attack of grip contracted four months 
ago. 

Mrs. Greene was born in Middleville September (?), 1872, her maiden 
name being Grace Jackson.  At an early age she came to Utica.  Seven years
