MRS. LENA MONTGOMERY 

 
Mrs. Lena Montgomery, widow of the late Edward Montgomery, died very 

suddenly at her late home Friday afternoon, having been ill only a few hours. 
Lena Hall was the daughter of Dr. and Mrs. A. C. Hall and was born in 

Florence in the town of Floyd [on] August 12, 1867.  In 1901 she married 
Edward Montgomery, who died several years ago.  In 1913 they purchased 

and successfully managed the Hibbard House for several years.  About ten 
years ago they purchased the place known as the C. O. Palmer house, where 

both Mr. and Mrs. Montgomery died.  Mrs. Montgomery had no near 
relatives.  She was a member of the Ladies’ Circle of the Universalist church 

and contributed to the support of that church.  The funeral was held from 

her late home Monday at 2 p.m., with Rev. T. M. Bond officiating.  Burial at 
East Winfield cemetery. 
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
