Funeral services will be held to-day for Mrs. Sarah A. Nellis, who died 

Tuesday at the home of her daughter, Mrs. Mattie A. Hodge, West Main 
Street, Mohawk, of an illness of six months. 

Services will be held at 2 p.m., the Rev. Robert Babcock of the Herkimer 
Universalist Church and Rev. C. [Clinton] A. Moulton of the Dolgeville 

Universalist Church officiating.  Burial will be made in the family plot in the 

Dolgeville cemetery. 
Mrs. Nellis was born in Stratford, daughter of Dr. John Moon and Adelia 

(?) Moon.  Her marriage to the late James K. Nellis of Salisbury Center took 
place in 1869.  The couple lived in Dolgeville for (?) and Mr. Nellis was at 

one time Chief of Police of that village.  His death occurred there in 1905. 
Mrs. Nellis had lived in Mohawk for the past 14 years.  She was a member 

of the Universalist Church of Dolgeville and the Herkimer Universalist Church 
and its Ladies Aid Society. 

Surviving in addition to Mrs. Hodge is another daughter, Mrs. (?) Snyder, 
a son, (?) Nellis, Cold Brok, and ten grandchildren. 
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
