Mrs. Nelson L. Phillips, 79, Dies at S. James St. Home 

 
Mary Stiglitz Phillips died Saturday night at her home at 515 S. James 

street.  She was born in Germany 79 years ago next August and came here 
with her parents when four years of age and had since lived in the house 

where she died.  On March 24, 1875 she was married to Nelson Phillips who 
died several years ago [in 1926].
