MISS EMILY M. PRENTISS 

 
At her late residence, 24 South Seventh street, where she had resided for 

nearly fifty years, occurred the death of Emily M. Prentiss, aged 66 years, 
Thursday morning about 1:50 o’clock.

Miss Prentiss was a woman with many good qualities of character, and by 

her friends in the neighborhood, and especially her relatives, much sorrow 
will be felt at her departure.  She was a Universalist in belief and a strong 

believer in the doctrines of that church.
